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THE INDUSTRIAL SECTOR IN GCC COUNTRIES
LARGE INVESTMENTS IN VARIOUS INDUSTRIES

During the past two decades, industrial investment in

GCC countries (Gulf Cooperation Council) has achieved a
tremendous seven fold growth, attaining cumulatively around
220 billion dollars at the end of 2010.

During the last 5 years, industrial exports from GCC countries
have increased by more than 25% in volume, and the various
industries have accounted for more than 10% of the G N P of
those countries.

The petrochemical industry continues to receive the majority

share of 56.1% of total investments, followed by basic metal

industries which account for 15.6%, while all other industries
combined represent 15% of the total investments.

New industrial projects were launched in several Gulf countries
during the last few years focusing on petrochemicals, iron,

and metal. Various aluminum production projects were also
launched along with the establishment of smelters complying
with international standards at an estimated cost that reached
13 billion dollars

All GCC states are working towards one common goal which
aims at gradually reducing their dependence on oil and
diversifying their industrial capabilities by attracting foreign
investments and knowhow. Innovative plans and investor
friendly regulations have been adopted by GCC governments
allowing the fast development of Knowledge-based industries
which are receiving highest priority as they provide economic

and technical improvements that

help GCC countries achieve their

future targets and enhance their
competitiveness in overseas markets.

In February 2010, the United Arab
Emirates began construction on the

6 km? MASDAR City, a new economic
city in Abu Dhabi centered around
renewable energy and sustainability
technologies that will house over 40,000
residents once completed. A host of new
industrial and economic cities will be
built over the next decade, with backing

from multinational enterprises.

Saudi Arabia’s Industrial Property
Authority or MODON is building 14 new
industrial cities throughout the country
covering a total area of 92.8 million m2
Construction on six economic cities
valued at $ 100 billion has begun with
targeted completion dates of 2014 -
2018. These cities are being built with
the purpose of spurring technological
innovation and advancing the
Kingdom'’s industrial capabilities.

In the works — most notably is the

$26 billion megaproject King Abdullah

Economic City.

Kuwait plans to begin construction on
its $77 billion “City of Silk” — the largest
real estate development in the Middle
East — by the end of the year. Kuwait
hopes this city will rival Dubai as the
Middle East’s financial, industrial, and

commercial capital.
